Bes-
sie also invented a kidney shaped basin to
hold medical waste. She taught injured sol-
diers to write with their opposite hand, feet,
or mouth. Even though she never lost any
limbs, she still felt that the injured soldiers
needed a chance to have somewhat of a
normal life and gave them advantages, us-
ing their disabilities and making them easier
to manage.
