For​ ​in-district​ ​students,​ ​all​ ​bus​ ​passes​ ​were​ ​mailed​ ​to​ ​the​ ​parents/guardians​ ​of​ ​eligible​ ​students​ ​by 
August​ ​24,​ ​2017.​ ​​ ​Please​ ​ensure​ ​that​ ​your​ ​child​ ​is​ ​at​ ​the​ ​designated​ ​bus​ ​stop​ ​10​ ​minutes​ ​prior​ ​to 
the​ ​pick-up​ ​time​ ​and​ ​that​ ​the​ ​bus​ ​pass​ ​remains​ ​with​ ​your​ ​child​ ​at​ ​all​ ​times. 
 
Out-of-District 
Parents​ ​and​ ​guardians​ ​who​ ​have​ ​a​ ​child​ ​attending​ ​an​ ​out-of-district​ ​school​ ​will​ ​be​ ​contacted​ ​by 
the​ ​bus​ ​company​ ​that​ ​will​ ​be​ ​transporting​ ​their​ ​child​ ​regarding​ ​pick-up​ ​and​ ​drop-off​ ​times.​ ​​ ​If​ ​you

Non-Public 
All​ ​bus​ ​passes​ ​for​ ​non-public​ ​students​ ​attending​ ​private​ ​schools​ ​will​ ​be​ ​mailed​ ​no​ ​later​ ​than 
Monday,​ ​August​ ​28,​ ​2017.​ ​​ ​The​ ​schools​ ​include​ ​Golda​ ​Och​ ​Academy,​ ​Our​ ​Lady​ ​of​ ​the​ ​Lake,​ ​Aquinas 
Academy,​ ​Jewish​ ​Educational​ ​Center/Bruriah​ ​High​ ​School,​ ​and​ ​Joseph​ ​Kushner​ ​Hebrew​ ​Academy.
