How does Honors differ? 

· Greater depth and complexity of study.
· Advance beyond current grade level standards.
· Faster paced, rigorous curriculum.
· Students work independent of teacher assistance more often. 
· Required course reading is more often done as homework outside of class rather than during class.
· Writing is more sophisticated and more extensively researched. 
· Projects and assignments will require greater demands for analytical thinking, creativity and problem solving.
· Homework typically requires students to think critically and synthesize the material that they learned in class that day. As a result, homework generally takes longer.
· Demands exceptional work ethic and high levels of motivation.
· Demands mastering concepts quickly without the need for much repetition.
